8th Grade Band Scale Review Assignment

What to prepare: Please review the 8 major scales and the chromatic scale that you were tested on at the end of last year. The major scales include Concert G, C, F, Bb, Eb, Ab, Db, and Gb major. Remember to practice the scales in 2 octaves when applicable. For instance flutes and clarinets play 2 octaves on all scales where as saxophones play 2 octaves on each scale except for concert C and Bb which are only one octave for saxophones. Please play through any old music or books you have as a short sight reading piece is also included.

When assignment is due: The assignment needs to be completed by Friday September 11th. The assignment can be played before/after school, after band (6B) or during the first week of sectionals (September 9/10). The whole assessment only takes 5-10 minutes to do.

How will the assessment work?- You will play 4 major scales – (two which you will pick and two which I will pick) plus the chromatic scale. The other part of the assessment will be sight reading. The sight reading will be of a short 4 measure excerpt of music. You will be asked to do three things- 1. Say the note names. 2. count the rhythm 3. Play the excerpt. The percussionists will do  two different pieces- one on snare, one on mallets. 

Does this count and how am I assessed?- Yes, this the first grade of the first quarter. The rubric we will use is the same as we used last year. Please remember that what is assessed is more than just correct notes on the scales. Please review areas of good posture, air support and tone quality.
